Three Primary Focus Areas

1. Coordinate the gleaning project (communicating with volunteer pickers and property owners,
mapping out fruit trees, administering sign-up and fee payment, organizing pick days and times,
and providing physical leadership at gleaning events).

2. Aid our community garden manager in administering rental and educational beds, coordinating
work parties, and assisting with general maintenance tasks. Potential for expansion includes
fence building.

3. Participation in AVFSS and community events with the development and update of
materials/ideas for food programming.
